Cuitlauzina pendula 
 

 Cuitlauzina pendula is native to Western Mexico. They grow on 
trees in oak or pine forests, and in the coastal mountains 
surrounding the Balsas Basin over the Pacific Ocean, usually at 
heights of 1400-2200 m so are cool growing.  We acquired 2 
different clones of this orchid many years ago and have finally 
figured out how to grow them well. Stop pampering them and 
hang them in the bush-house, they like plenty of air movement, 
but when the new growth appears with the flower spikes following 
very closely, we transfer them to the cold glasshouse where we 
can control the watering (normal watering but protected from 
sudden rainstorms which can leave them wet all night). They are 
potted in our usual peatmoss and perlite mix and just receive the 
normal fertilizer that the rest of the collection gets. We donôt seem 
to have many problems with aphids, mealy bug or scale with them 
but a grasshopper will still attack the new flowers spikes if they 
can, so be wary, and good luck.

Bifrenaria harrisoniae  

This species would easily be the ultimate beginnerôs orchid! You could 
happily blow this up with a stick of dynamite (please donôt try this at home), 
and the left over pseudobulbs would probably reshoot and continue on 
growing? Well maybe not! However they certainly can take cold, heat, excess 
sun and drought conditions! In fact, if you really do want to try and kill one 
give it too much water continually and coddle it! Just about every orchid 
grower has one of these guys tucked away somewhere, mine sit on the top 
shelf of the western facing wall, one foot from the top of the shade cloth! And 
there they literally remain forgotten about until they flower! And thatôs when I 
lovingly look up at them and remonstrate ñWhy canôt all orchids be this bloody 
easy!ò On a serious note, and for the beginner, the real beauty of this orchid is that it teaches the grower about 
light requirements, watering & dry resting periods amongst over things!  And the reward for this, wonderful 
large Cymbidium type flowers that last for long periods and are extremely fragrant! 
The species is endemic to the Eastern Atlantic coast of Brazil from 200 to 700metres. It grows epiphytically 
and lithophytically! The rock growing ones grow particularly hard, dealing with full sun and very little or no 
protection! I have read these can be seen from the cable car that travels up to Sugarloaf Mountain in Rio! 
Even though this was the first of the genus described, it is not the type form for the species! Being described 
as Dendrobium harrisoniae by William Hooker in 1824! It was William Harrison a British Merchant living in Rio 
and was renowned for helping the Botanists hunting in the Organ Mountains at that time, who sent plants back 
to England to his brother Richard! Hooker named the plant in recognition of a relative of these two gentlemen, 
Mrs Arnold Hooker, a highly regarded orchid grower in her own right! Some 8 years later John Lindley 
proposed the new genus Bifrenaria, with the type form being Bifrenaria atropurpurea. It wasnôt until 1855 that 
Reichenbach then transferred Bifrenaria harrisoniae to this genus where it has stayed ever since!  Any novice 
grower looking to purchase a plant really need look no further than a show sales table or orchid fair, these are 
generally always available!  The use of explosives should only be handled by people with experience, I 
thought Iôd better slip that in, well you know???
